The main thing is there will be Westfield representatives 
every time the court is open.  A minimum of two representatives was the 
recommendation of the Ministry Task Force Team so that Westfield can build 
relationships with these boys, girls, men and women.  To make this work we need 
you: to pray, to volunteer one day a month, to be ready to share God’s love.  Will 

you respond to the task at hand—building God’s kingdom on earth?

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Paul and Danielle Gaynier continue to live out God’s calling in their lives at JAARS, a 
nonprofit that provides technical support services to advance Bible translation and 
literacy programs worldwide.  JAARS is located in Waxhaw, NC.   
 

In a recent newsletter, the Gayniers told how Wycliffe helps remote “mother tongue 
translators” by providing them with low power netbook computers and satellite 
transceivers to speed Bible translation.  Wycliffe also provides technological help to 
remote translation centers, like alternative power systems for areas where there is 
little, unreliable, or intermittent electrical power and Internet connectivity.  JAARS has 
configured a remote power system to log data about the system’s performance and 
upload the data to a computer in the US.  This enables arrangements for repair and 
replacement before actual failure.  Paul’s team is developing a Website to display 
power monitoring statistics gathered from several translation centers.   
 

Westfield has been a prayer and financial partner with the Gayniers for several years.
