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I 
n Acts chapter six, the Gentile-speaking 
believers complained to the Apostles 
about the Hebrew-speaking believers 

discriminating against the Gentile widows and 
not caring for them as they did the Hebrew 
widows.  So how was the problem resolved?  
The Twelve had a meeting and called all the 
believers together and asked them to pick 
seven men who were well respected and full 
of the Spirit and wisdom. 

 
The men chosen were to serve in the role of deacon, one who serves the needs of 
the people.  The author of Acts revealed that all the believers liked the idea and 
chose seven men: Stephen, Philip, Procorus, Nicanor, Parmenas, and Nicolas.  I 
want you to notice that nobody asked for a list of eligible candidates.  It doesn’t 
say that the seven men rallied supporters to make sure they were chosen.  
Everyone liked the idea of having servant leaders in their midst so the whole group 
chose the men. 
 
Westfield is proposing a by-laws change in the way we select deacons (see separate 
insert in this newsletter).  The list that has been used in the past will no longer be 
needed.  Like the early Christians, Westfield members will select men or women 
who are well respected AND are full of the Holy Spirit and wisdom.  That means 
we, as a church, need to be in  prayer and ask God to reveal the best servant 
leaders for our church body.  It is this group that is entrusted with church families 
to whom they minister.  It is this group that should be the spiritual backbone of the 
church.  I do not believe anyone needs a list to determine who at Westfield is 
spiritually mature and who has a servant heart. 
 
Ideally, if God lays a person on your heart that you would like to nominate as a 
deacon come the first Sunday in May, then approach that person and let him or her  
know why you think that person would make a great servant leader.  Find out his or 
her willingness to serve.  It is through this type of communication that the body of 
Christ becomes better equipped to do ministry that God has asked us to do.  Pray 
for this new process and that it would have a positive impact at Westfield.
