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f/he WBC Book Club just finished a
book by Tim Tyson entitled Blood
Done Sign My Name. This book
recalled the events that happened in Oxford,
North Carolina, in the 1960’s and 70’s. Racial
tension was heightened as this country began
to disband segregation in hopes of having a
united country with the blacks and the whites.

The main event that happened in Tyson’s life was the murder of a black man by three
white men. According to eye witness accounts, the three men, all part of the Teel
family, killed Mr. Henry Marrow after he had been shot in the legs with a shotgun and
then beaten with fists, feet, and the butt of two different guns and finally shot in the
head with a .22 caliber rifle. The reason for this gruesome act of violence was Henry
Marrow wasn’t like Robert Teel and his boys. Marrow, being a black man, didn’t
deserve the same privileges as the whites.

When it came time for the jury to pass judgment on Robert Teel and his sons, the
verdict was “Not Guilty!” How could those jurors be so blind to the actual events?
For starters, all the jurors, both men and women, were white. They viewed the world
as “Us versus Them!” All the jurors could see was the color of a man’s skin and how
he “probably” deserved what he got.

When | read that historical account | was outraged at the injustice. | couldn’t believe
how decent people allowed this crime to go unpunished. | wanted the Teels to pay
for what they had done. Then | began thinking about how | treat people today. Do |
sometimes look at another person’s skin and pass judgment on them without ever
getting to know that person? How do you respond to people who are different than
you are?

In Paul’s letter to the Galatians, he reminds us that through Jesus Christ there are no
more distinctions of Jew or Greek, slave or free, male or female. In Christ, we are all
children of God. Don’t you think we should start encouraging people to make
decisions for Christ and stop deciding people aren’t worthy to know Christ? This

summer, let’s catch fire for God. ()J)\/\A/
